Constructing a Meaning 



Group 1: Johns Hopkins was a terribly racist institution. 

 

Group 2: For the time, Hopkins was less racist than most 

institutions. 

 

Group 3: The good that Hopkins did for the poor far 

outweighed any harm they did. 

 

Group 4: The medical research Hopkins did was more 

important than their racist treatment of their patients.

Å In the group, who has the worst boss?  What’s so terrible 
about their boss? 
 

Å In the group, who is the best cook?  What is their best dish? 
 

Å In the group, who speaks the most languages?  What are 
they? 

Quirky Questions 



Have students interview each other in pairs.  Sometimes it seems 
like a good idea to provide a list of questions for the interviews: 
 
1. Where were you born? 
2. What is your goal at the college? 
3. Do you work outside of school? 
4. What kind of movies do you like? 
5. What kind of food do you hate? 
6. What kind of teacher do you try to avoid? 
 
After 20 minutes of so, have each person introduce his or her 
partner to the class.  You may want to give them a time limit for 
these introductions and encourage them to select the most 
interesting information they learned rather than try to report on 
all the questions.
